BAGGAGE REQUIREMENTS
Baggage weight on the chartered flight going to the camp area
is limited to only 15kg per passenger. To accommodate the 
cargo space and weight limitations, it is also required that 
you use only soft-sided duffel bags. Some airlines offer special 
tickets that allow for extra weight, but conditions apply. 

VACCINE BOOKLET
As a standard precautionary practice, most African countries,
including Tanzania, require all foreign travelers to get 
vaccinated for Yellow Fever before their trip. This condition 
especially applies to travellers arriving or in transit from 
Yellow fever endemic countries such as:
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VISA 
Some nationalities may require pre approved Visa; 
therefore we recommend that you check and confirm 
with the Tanzanian embassy prior to your trip. 
For nationalities that can obtain a visa upon arrival it 
is very important to note that you will be asked to pay 
a USD 50/person (USD 100 for American citizens) Visa 
Fee in cash at the immigration. The immigration may not 
have change so it is advisable to carry the exact amount 
for a single traveler or an odd number of guests.
